maximum of 30 minutes time lost from play on Days 1, 2 and 3 shall be made up on that respective day. Up to 30 minutes of lost time
can be carried forward to subsequent days (except Day 4), but no more than 30 minutes in total can be added to a day’s play.

Points for LV County Championship matches: 1% Innings (110 overs only), BATTING, 1 point for reaching 200, 250, 300, 350, 400 runs

- maximum 5 points. 1st Innings (110 overs only), BOWLING, 1 point for taking 3 wickets, 6 wickets, 9 wickets - maximum 3 points.
In addition: 16 points for a win, 8 points for a draw, 8 points for a tie. In a drawn game, with the scores level, the team batting fourth,
8 points and the fielding side 5 points. Points can be deducted for a slow over rate.
